On Monday 13th September we did our first lesson on our glossaries.  Remember a glossary is like a dictionary but we focus on a list of words to define.  A dictionary would take us ages!

So, we are making a glossary about words we use in English like noun, verb, full stop, and apostrophe.  To help us remember our definitions you have picked a topic which we are going to use to feature those types of words or examples of punctuation.
Don’t worry if it’s a little hard to follow at first, the examples I am about to give you will help and you will catch on eventually!

So, here is a definition of a verb and an example if you had chosen animals or horses as your topic:

Verb

Verbs are words or groups of words which name an action; they are 'doing'

 words and we sometimes call them 'wow' words.

The horse galloped across the beach.
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Here is an example of some punctuation, the definition of an exclamation mark using children’s fiction as an example:

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Here is the definition for a noun using sport as a theme.
Noun

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Your homework is to give me some examples for the same 3 definitions but using your topic to create them.

It would be great if you could find pictures to go with your examples.  Here are your definitions.  Of course if you want to have a go at writing your own definitions or changing these then that’s fine.
