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Staveley School and Village

Staveley is a large, thriving working village in a lovely situation at the mouth of the Kentmere Valley.  The village is halfway between the market town of Kendal and Windermere.  The school has very close links with the village community, the church and the wider area.  Our intake is from the village, the farms and business of Kentmere and Crook and the surrounding rural area.  Some of our children travel from Kendal and Windermere.

Staveley School is housed in a renovated Victorian building and a separate more recent block.  Both buildings are surprisingly spacious, light and airy.  Recent improvements to the buildings include a recently built disabled toilet and assisted change facility.  We are close to completing a full redecoration.  The extensive grounds are a beautiful feature, set as they are at the foot of Reston Scar.  The school is on a sloping site with many steps for access both inside the school and in the playground.

We are proud of the school’s reputation for high standards of teaching.  We have a caring environment and enjoy the friendly atmosphere, which surrounds our children, parents and staff.  The nurturing of Christian values and cultural and sporting elements of the wider curriculum, irrespective of a child’s academic abilities, are very important to us.

Staveley is a Voluntary Controlled Church of England School, so operates as a County School in most respects.  Currently there are 152 children on roll.  For the academic year 2008-2009 there will be 6 registration classes.
